Dear Brothers, Officers, Families, 


Parishioners, and all others who find their way 
to this article:

Where is our spirituality?  That question came up at one of our recent officers meetings.  As I recall, we were discussing several of our community projects when it was asked what do we and can we do for ourselves in order to enhance our spirituality.  The only answer that I could think of at the time was our Lecturer’s Program.  However, I could not help wondering if that was all that we had going for ourselves.  Now, after recently participating in the Vicariate Lenten Mission, I have some reflections that may better answer that question.

The Monday evening session at St. Therese of Lisieux was on the topic of “Being Catholic in a Confusing World.”  At that time, one of the speakers told us that, according to St. James, prayers by themselves are not enough, but good works are equally important.  I am a firm believer in the power of prayer for reasons too numerous and too personal to mention here.  Thus, I had to pull out our family bible and check out that one for myself.

The speaker was right.  I found St. James telling us, “But be doers of the word, and not hearers only…” (James 1:22).  St. James also has some other interesting comments on the topic:  “What will it profit, my brethren, if a man says that he has faith but does not have works?” (James 2:14), “For just as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith also without works is dead”, (James 2:26), and “You see that by works a man is justified, and not by faith alone” (James 2:24).  I got the point.  It is important that we put our faith into practice.  Fortunately, the Knights of Columbus gives us ample opportunity for that.

On Wednesday, morning I attended Mass at the Capuchin Retreat Center.  During his homily, Fr. Jerry mentioned that he has a favorite African proverb, “Pray with your feet.”  It sounded to me as though he was giving us the same message as St. James.  Then I started thinking about how people attend Mass and what they do while there.  Ideally, we attend Mass to pray, to worship, and to celebrate our Catholic community.  That is important, and that is plenty in itself.  However, it seems that many of our Knights are also there to “pray with their feet” as ushers, as lectors, as ministers of the Eucharist, etc.

I even looked up the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy and checked those out.  Yes, the Knights of Columbus also give us many opportunities to put those into practice.  Then I recalled the words of Jesus, “Amen I say to you, as long as you did it for one of these, the least of my brethren, you did it for me.”  (Matthew 25:40)

So, where is our spirituality?  I suggest that it is in the prayers that we say combined together with the works that we do.  What can we do to enhance our spirituality?  We definitely need to support our Lecturer and his program, not as a replacement for the homily at Mass but as an opportunity to be better informed Catholics.  We can also approach our opportunities to perform good works as another form of prayers by us and as the answer to the prayers by others.  I think that St. James would be happy with that.  

Prayers coupled with good works, a pretty good description of the Knights of Columbus.  It’s also a great description of our Council.    

Thank you for all that you do, and for being a Knight of Columbus!

No Other Financial Product Can Do What Whole Life Can

One of the many elements of permanent insurance – whole life for example – is the accumulation of cash values within the policy. While we never run around recommending that these values be withdrawn, or borrowed, the fact is they are available. When you borrow against the cash in the policy, you diminish the value of the policy until the borrowed funds are returned. But when I talk with members about the features of permanent life insurance, I certainly include this feature in the conversation.

When you pay your permanent life insurance premiums, the policy begins to accumulate a reserve – usually not until the policy is in force for a couple of years. The company sets aside this reserve, which gradually and over time grows, depending on the size of the policy and the premiums paid.

During the life of the policy – and your life – this cash value is always available to you. When we talk about it, I will help you determine how much is available, always keeping in mind that we want the policy to remain in force (so you should never take out 100% of the cash and cause the policy to lapse). I will then work with you to complete the necessary paperwork that would be forwarded to Supreme in New Haven where the request is processed promptly. I will also strongly suggest a repayment plan, so that, over time, you can restore the cash value to its full amount for two reasons: first, so that the policy returns to full value should death occur, and so that the cash is there for you again should the need arise.

This column is not usually used for lessons in how life insurance works, but this is a critical issue. With so many credit outlets tightening the reins, and money becoming harder to find, borrowing against a permanent life insurance policy can be an attractive option when a financial emergency occurs, permanent insurance can be the solution.

There are lots of features that distinguish permanent insurance from term insurance. The accumulation of cash value, which can be accessed and used in the event of an emergency quickly and painlessly, is just one. When I talk to you about the value of whole life, remember this: permanent, cash value, level premium life insurance is a unique product. I can think of no other financial product – none – that does what it can do, including helping your family out during a financial emergency.
