If you are 60 or over and your income is stretched to the point where there is nothing left for basic food necessities -- you are not alone.

The rising cost of living, including food, is a challenge for many Macomb County seniors. As the cost of utilities, medical bills and other essentials grows and taps into food budgets many seniors are simply going without, even though help and food assistance benefits are available to them. 

RSVP of Macomb volunteers can help eligible seniors to apply for help in a senior-friendly environment, without long lines or a lengthy interview process. 

RSVP’s MiCAFE teams are carefully screened and trained. No personal information is kept on file and all personal information is handled in a way that provides maximum security to the applicant.

If you are a 60 or older, are a U.S. citizen and reside in Macomb County call RSVP of Macomb at 586-756-1430 to schedule an appointment at one of three Macomb County sites:  Clinton Township, Warren or Romeo.  Note: Households that receive FIP (Family Investment Program ) and/or SDA (State Disability Assistance) and/or SSI (Social Security Income) are automatically eligible.
